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chronograms and quotes them rather frequently to give
the dates of the death of important persons In quite
a few cases he has given chronograms composed by
himself. This is definitely a good feature of the Dhakhi-
rah, because it enables the reader to determine the dates
of some events, which have not been mentioned by
other writers. The Dhakhirah, in short, will prove to
be a valuable source of information for Mughul
history.

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On some problems ghaykh Farid has supplied
extremely useful information. The Rawghaniyah
Movement may be mentioned as an illustration. The
Mughul historians have condemned it as a disruptive
movement and tried to paint it as a form of heresy.
Shaykh Farid, on the other hand, presents a brilliant pic-
ture of the movement and shows how sincere its leaders
and followers were in their devotion to Islam. His refer-
ence 1o the movement, though brief, deserves a careful
examination by the historians.

The
author “has brought,” continues Farid, ‘“clear arguments
and irrefutable evidence from the nass, the hadigh and
statements of the great men of the earlier times In
reality it is a wonderful book and if one examines it in
an impartial spirit one is bound to be benefited by it.”
About the founder of the movement he adds that “who-

ever saw him became his follower. Other instances could
also be quoted.

Shaykh Farid’s style is simple and straightforward,
He has used a large number of indigenous terms which,

it appears, were commonly used by sections of people
who spoke and wrote in Persian.
